Welcome to the OLGC 3rd grade Book Club!  We are excited to begin the school year with the opportunity to offer a book club to OLGC School 3rd graders.  A 3rd grade book club was first offered at OLGC three years ago and now Mrs. Burghardt and Mrs. Overbeck are happy to extend this opportunity to the current 3rd grade class.  This book club will meet one Friday a month from 3:00 – 4:00 PM in room 3B.  Any OLGC 3rd grader may join the club, but students are required to read the assigned book in order to attend the monthly meeting. 

The purpose of the club is to expose students to a variety of age appropriate authors and book series, to increase student’s reading comprehension and to promote the joy of reading.  We also hope to prepare students for future Battle of the Books team endeavors. 

During each meeting, Mrs. Burghardt and Mrs. Overbeck will facilitate a discussion of the book utilizing activities including “Jeopardy” style games and mock “Battle of the Books” competitions.  The book’s vocabulary, theme, plot, and characters will be reviewed.  Students will be presented with a brief biography of the author as well as an introduction to the book’s series.  (If they like our selection, there will be more to choose from!)  Students will have the opportunity to share their personal opinions as well as to demonstrate their knowledge of the book. Students are encouraged to “show and tell” additional titles from the series during the meetings.
